 Russell began as the new Australian Government Rivercare Facilitator on June 6 and has so far 

been focused on assisting with preparations for the release of the Community Water Grants, 
which is now expected to occur in early July. Russell has a background in fisheries research 
including work on the various aspects of the Northern Prawn Fishery, mud crabs and pearl 
oysters and the development of a recreational fi shing assessment tool kn own as ‘FishCount’.  

 
Russell left the Government and successfully developed a ru ral hardware store and initiated the first stage of a 
new rural retail centre. Sinc e rejoining the Northern Territory Government  around two and a half years ago he has 
worked as a policy officer for both the Northern Terri tory Government’s Greenhouse Unit and the Road Network 
Division, and has more recently worked as part of the planning team supporting LCNT  to prepare and implement 
the Integrated Natural Resource Manageme nt Plan for the Northern Territory.

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Step Back in Time – Central Australian Pastoralist wins the 1995 McKell Medal 
 
Bob Purvis of Woodgreen Station won the prestigi ous McKell Medal in 1995. Bob received the 1995 
Medal in recognition of his outstanding achievements in rangeland reclamation and the development of 
both ecologically and economically sustainable grazing management. Although he fine tuned his 
management practices to his own station Woodgreen (previously name Atartinga), the principles apply 
to much of rangeland Australia. Bob was well known for his pioneering of land reclamation using 
ponding banks, as well as sustainable management practices such as conservative stocking rates, 
breeding quality cattle, use of supplements, water reticulation (taking water to the feed) and scrub 
control with fire. Bob had a profound effect on the thinking of rangeland scientists in Alice Springs 
and throughout Australia.  
 
The McKell Medal is awarded annually by the ag ricultural and Resource Management Council of 
Australia and New Zealand in recognition of excellen ce and achievement in the field of soil and land 
management in Australia.

Satellite Research Gives Clues to Turtle travels (Northern Territory)

Northern Territory research has shown the endanger ed Olive Ridley Turtle can travel more than a 
thousand kilometres between their nesting and feeding grounds. The northern beaches on the Tiwi 
Islands, north of Darwin, are some of the most sign ificant nesting sites for the turtle in the country. 
The Tiwi Land Council's Kate Hadden says the re search program has been running for two years and 
involves attaching satellite transmitters to the tu rtles to track their movements. She says it is the 
first time any research into Australia's Olive Ridl ey population has been conducted and it is showing 
some early results.  
 
"The turtles, once they nested, headed off in all different directions and went to their feeding 
grounds. One went down towards Western Australia,  another one went past Borroloola and another 
one headed straight north.  So that was something that we didn't know before that they had 
different feeding grounds all over the area", said Ms  Hadden. The council is considering a cull of wild 
dogs to improve the success rate of turtle hatchlings this nesting season. Ms Hadden says the turtles 
already have two natural predators in crocodiles and lizard, but wild dogs can stop a lot of hatchlings 
making the water. She says a baiting program run la st year markedly improved the hatchlings chances 
of survival.  The Parks and Wildlife Commission baiting program ran last year on some significant 
turtle nursery beaches clearly showed that the success rate for the hatchlings did increase after a 
baiting program. 
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Play a role in tracking a nomadic wanderer – the Flock Pigeon  
 
 Researchers are calling on resident past oralists to become part of a new three 

year research project that aims to  examine the ecology and management 
requirements of the Flock Pigeon. Flock Pi geons are a large, strong-flying native 
pigeon that are characteristic  of black-soil grasslands. 

 
 Flock Pigeons were formerly abundant throughout semi-arid Australia, often 

found in ‘countless millions’. Over the la st century their population has declined 
substantially and vanished from large ar eas where they were formerly common. 

 
 
 Peter Dostine, a PhD student from Aust ralian National University (ANU) will 

lead the research project with the suppo rt of the Australian Research Council 
and the Northern Territory Department  of Infrastructure, Planning and 
Environment. 

 
 “We don’t know much about this bird, bu t believe they are nomadic seed eaters 

that can travel large distances to locate  feeding areas after good rainfall,” he 
said. 

 
He said that this mobility made it very difficult to de vise conservation strategies for the birds in small fixed 
reserve areas.  
 
Throughout the study Flock Pigeons wi ll be regularly captured and sampled to obtain data on diet and body
condition. Some birds will be fitted wi th satellite transmitters to gain an understanding of habitat use and when, 
where and why these birds move about their extensive range, as conditions change. 
 
The stronghold of these birds is now thought to be in the Barkly Tableland in the Northern Territory and the 
Channel Country in Queensland, where they can so metimes still occur in flocks of thousands. 
 
Resident pastoralists throughout the ra nge of the Flock Pigeon can make a si gnificant contribution to this work. 
Later this year (2005) a survey will be posted to pastoral ists throughout northern an d central Australia, seeking 
information on if and when the birds have been seen on their property. 
 
Mr Dostine said that working with pastoralists on the project will provide a long-term landholder perspective on 
the ecology of this species. 
 
“We hope the project can provide insights as to how coun try can best be managed for both pastoral productivity 
and the maintenance of habitat for wildli fe like the Flock Pigeon, to ensure they remain and inspiring feature of 
our landscape,” he said.

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Australia signs international conventi on targeting marine hitchhikers  
 
 Australia recently has signed an intern ational agreement on ships’ ballast water The 

International Convention for the Control an d Management of Ships’ Ballast Water and  
Sediments .  This convention aims to provide be tter protection for our marine waters 
and marine industries from introduced pests and diseases.  The International Convention  
for the Control and Management of Ships’ Ballast Water and Sediments  is an initiative 
of the London-based United Nations Internat ional Maritime Organisation.  Australian 
Agriculture, Fisheries and Forestry Mini ster Warren Truss said, “Under the new  

 agreement, we will be working closel y with the International Maritime Orga nisation to help further strengthen 
 our ballast water mana gement strategies”. 
 
Ballast water is the water taken up and released by ships to stabilise them as they sail the oceans loading and 
unloading cargo. Ballast water can pose a serious risk to  our marine environment by acting as a vector for the 
introduction of exotic marine pests and diseases. When ballast water is taken up into a ship’s ballast tanks, 
marine pests such as mussels or sea star larvae may inad vertently hitch a ride and then be released into a new 
environment. It’s been estimated th at, at any given moment, 10,000 differe nt species are being moved between 
various regions around the world in ballast water tanks.  
 
Australia has been at the forefront in seeking intern ational measures to reduce the risks posed by the 
introduction of exotic marine pests and diseases via a ship’s ballast wa ter. The issue was first raised by 
Australia, and embraced by the United Nations Internat ional Maritime Organization  (IMO), in 1991. An IMO 
Diplomatic Conference adopted the text of the Intern ational Convention for the Control and Management of 
Ships’ Ballast Water and Sediments (t he Convention) in February 2004.  
 
Ratifying the convention  
 
The Australian Government Departme nt of Agriculture, Fisheries and Forestry, in conjunction with the 
Department of Transport and Regional Services, have begun the process of considering Australian ratification 
of the convention. The process will in clude detailed consideration of the implications of the convention for 
Australia’s national interest. Consultation with affected industries and the States an d Territories will continue. 
The process will also include legislative changes and due parliamentary scrutiny.  
 
The International Convention for the Control and Management of Ships’ Ba llast Water and Sediments will come 
into force 12 months after ratification by 30 States , representing 35 per cent of  world merchant shipping 
tonnage.

Grant Development Fund (SGDF). 
 
The Northern Territory Agricu lture Association holds in trust a pool of money for the
purpose of advancing agricultur e in the Northern Territory.  
 
The Northern Territory Agriculture Associ ation’s Committee of Management recently
reviewed the scope and purpose of their Small Grant Development Fund (SGDF) and
has developed a new SGDF program format. Th e program has yet to be ratified by the
Committee of Management and still requires refinement to best suit industry current
and future needs.  
 
SGDF monies are intended to collectively im prove the viability, pr oductivity, efficiency
and sustainability of agricultural entities  in the Northern Terri tory. SGDF investment
will favour projects that en gage multiple farm enterpri ses in a project and projects
that address priority areas in th e Association’s Strategy Plan.  
 
It is anticipated that from mid 2005 the SG DF will become available to the agriculture
industry with the Association’s Commi ttee of Management governing all SGDF
components. 
 
Association Full members are eligible to a pply for SGDF. The Fund will make a healthy
contribution of funds (called matching funds) to finance approved projects. Funds are
generally available for short term projects  that are implemented and completed within
12 months. It is anticipated that there wi ll be no repayments on funds allocated.
