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On Ground ☺ Natural Resource Management (NRM) in Action 
Women’s (Mulayee) Ranger Group: Timber Creek 
Written by: Elaine Watts and Robin Knox with assistance from Kelly Menadue 
 The Victoria River District has two Indigenous Ranger 

Groups: the Women’s (Mulayee) Ranger Group which is a 
team of 8 mainly young women and the Ngaliwurru Wuli 
Caring for Country team which is made up of 7 men.   

 
 The Women’s group was established in early 2005 and is 

facilitated by Elaine Watts (pictured with Jessie). Elaine 
is a traditional owner from the Katherine region and is 
also Timber Creek/Victoria River District representative  

on the Katherine Regional Weeds Advisory Committee.  
 
The Mulayee Rangers main objective is to have healthy country and healthy 
families. Important issues for the rangers are: 

• keeping cultural connections to the lands strong by regularly visiting 
their country 

• looking after sacred sites 
• improving management of the country and becoming more involved with 

other land owners, especially pastoralists 
• increasing skills and work opportunities through training and work 

experience 
 
 
Land Management 
 
The Rangers work with the surrounding communities of Yarralin, Bulita, 
Lingara, Bulla, Amandiji, Pigeon Hole and Bubble Bubble.   
 
The main areas that they work in are Gregory National Park, Fitzroy 
Aboriginal Land Trust, Bradshaw and community living areas.  The Rangers 
have also participated in the Devils Claw Festival and a Parkinsonia control 
program in Gregory National Park.  
 
Last year the Timber Creek Rangers hosted the 5th Aboriginal Women’s 
(Mulayee) Land and Sea Management Conference at Timber Creek Race 
Course. Approximately 160 Aboriginal Rangers attended. They also attended 
a Women’s Law and Culture Camp at Borroloola and on the Menngen Aboriginal 
Land Trust.  
 
The rangers would like to work in close consultation with the VRDCA to 
reduce erosion from cattle trampling the banks of water courses. They also 
want to help revegetate some riverine areas with cane grass to increase the 
habitat of the endangered Purple-crowned Fairy-wren.

Fire and Biodiversity 
 
The Rangers are very concerned about uncontrolled fires as they can kill native 
animals and have destroyed some sacred trees. The women are concerned about dry 
season fires that sometimes get out of control and burn large areas.  
 
Without adequate fire management, wildfires in the region have the potential to burn 
into pastoral stations from Gregory National Park or from adjoining Aboriginal Land 
Trusts.  
 
The Rangers are concerned about maintaining and protecting biodiversity on and 
around their country.  They are especially concerned about protecting their bush 
yams and bush peanuts, which fires destroy and pigs dig up. The young rangers are 
keen to learn more about fire and to participate in fire management planning, 
controlled burning and fire safety. 
 
They are also interested in how fire is changing the  
environment and how this is affecting birds and animals and  
their habitats.  
 
They would also like to better understand the effects of fire  
to bring on new growth for cattle and the effect that this is  
having on the habitat of native species.  
 
Fire Management Planning 
 
The Women Rangers would like to become more involved in fire management in the 
region. They are currently studying fire management units as part of a Conservation 
and Land Management Certificate.  
 
One way that they are becoming more involved in fire management planning is via the 
NHT funded Developing Best Practice Community Fire Management programme. 
 
The rangers are keen to learn more about fire planning and management. They are 
doing a Bushfire training course in early 2006 and in the near future they hope to 
become more involved in aerial control burning and on ground burning in the regions. 
They also hope to do more walks across their country. 
 
 
In 2006 the Rangers will also be working with the Bushfires Council and staff from 
the Tropical Savannas’s Fire Knowledge project to develop a strategic fire 
management plan for their country.  
 
Key Questions that the rangers will be addressing in their plans are: 
 

• What’s been burnt when? 
• What plants and animals are where? 
• How regularly are important areas being burnt? 
• What areas do we want to protect from fire?

Quarterly Highlights 
October – December 2005 
SER researchers awarded ARC and NTRIB grants 
SER with other CDU researchers were very successful in the last ARC grant round bringing in approx. $1.1 million dollars out of 
a total of approx $ 2.2 million awarded to CDU. This means several new staff and postgraduates to be appointed through the 
three new projects on: 
• monitoring mosquito-borne diseases in Darwin, ($638,251) (David Bowman, Barry 
Brook & Corey Bradshaw partnering with five NT and federal government agencies) 
• assisting in prevention of over-exploitation of shark fisheries, through research into current practices and patterns, 
($221,000) (Corey Bradshaw with Mark Meekan, AIMS and NT Fisheries) 
• Research on conservation management of seed-eating birds in the tropical savannas, ($256,875).  (Stephen Garnett with 
Menzies, NTG and NGO partners) 
SER researchers and their partner investigators were also awarded 3 year grants in October from the NT Research 
Innovation Board: 
• Corey Bradshaw to investigate population dynamics and ecological and epidemiological models of feral swamp buffalo in 
northern Australia, and 
• Michael Douglas to look at sustainable management of tropical riverine and coastal ecologies. 
 
Utilising Wildlife for Indigenous Enterprise Development 
Traditional Owners and Indigenous Ranger groups from across the Top End (~15 communities) attended a 2 day Wildlife 
Enterprise Development Networking and Planning Workshop during 11-12 October. The event was organised by SER and the 
Caring for Country Unit, Northern Land Council with funding provided by the National Landcare Program, “Production from 
marginal lands: sustainable Indigenous development and commercial use of wildlife” project. A major outcome of the workshop 
was Traditional Owners calling for a policy review of the NT Parks and Wildlife permit system to aid economic development in 
remote communities.
